For example, a directors’ report and statement, if lodged with the ASIC, must be given to the Exchange.

Accounting Standards   the Exchange will accept, for example, the use of International Accounting Standards for foreign issuers.  If the standards used do not address a topic, the Australian standard on that topic (if one) must be complied with.

Borrowing corporations   As at 1/7/96, this statement may be able to be used by an issuer required to comply with the Corporations Law as part of its half yearly financial statements if prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting Standards.  However, borrowing corporations must comply with Schedule 5 of the Corporations Regulations.  See regulation 3.6.02(4).
